Grass Cutting Programme Underway in Ruwa
Ruwa Council would like to inform residents that
Grass cutting is currently underway in various areas
within our jurisdiction.

This exercise forms part of Council’s roads routine
maintenance programme aimed at improving cleanliness,
enhancing public safety, and maintaining the general
outlook of our town.
Residents are kindly urged to cooperate with Council
teams as they carry out this important work. Your
understanding and support will help ensure the exercise
is completed efficiently and safely. To date the roads that
have been cut are Zimre Way, Dhauramanzi, Zimre Park
and the cemetery. The grass cutting program is in
progress.

Why Grass Cutting Is Important: Public Health and
Safety

Pest Control: Tall and damp grass provides ideal
breeding grounds for insects and pests such as
mosquitoes. Regular grass cutting helps reduce the
risk of diseases associated with these pests.
Safety and Visibility: Overgrown grass along roads,
intersections, and pedestrian pathways limits visibility
for both motorists and pedestrians, increasing the risk
of accidents. Properly maintained verges improve
sight lines and road safety.
Security: Tall and neglected vegetation can provide
hiding places that facilitate criminal activities. Keeping
public spaces clear and well maintained helps improve
security and promotes a safer environment for
residents.Call for Cooperation

Ruwa Council encourages residents to:

Allow Council teams access to public spaces during the grass cutting exercise.
Avoid dumping waste or debris in areas that have been cleared.
Support efforts to keep their surroundings clean and well-maintained.
Residents to cut grass on their properties.

Your cooperation and continued support are greatly appreciated as we work together to
maintain a clean, safe, and well-managed town for all residents.
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Ruwa Council has successfully repaired the
traffic lights at the Mutare Road–Zimre Turn-
Off and Mutare Road–Windsor Turn-Off
intersections.

SOLAR STREET LIGHTING PROJECT BOOSTS
SECURITY IN RUWA
Ruwa Council has installed 80 solar street
lights along Chiremba Road and Tarisa Road
as part of ongoing efforts to improve service
delivery, enhance safety, and improve the
appearance of the town.
The new lights are expected to improve
visibility at night, making roads safer for
motorists, pedestrians, and residents. They
also add to the overall attractiveness of the
area while supporting safer movement after
dark.
Council has urged residents to protect the
street lights, noting that they were installed
using public resources for the benefit of the
whole community. Any vandalism, theft, or
damage affects everyone and slows down
development efforts.
The project follows feedback from residents
during the 2025 community consultations,
where reliable street lighting was highlighted
as an important need. Proper lighting helps
reduce crime, improves security, and
promotes safer neighbourhoods.
Residents are encouraged to contribute to
safer streets by installing lights at their gates
and around their homes. Business owners are
also encouraged to light up their premises to
help improve safety in commercial areas.

Ruwa has officially been
established as a Medical
District, marking an important
step in strengthening healthcare
services within the town. This
development is expected to
improve coordination,
management, and delivery of
health services for residents.

The Ruwa Medical District
includes Ruwa Polyclinic,
Damafalls Clinic, the National
Rehabilitation Centre, and Ruwa
Clinic. Together, these facilities
are working to ensure residents
have better access to quality
healthcare.

Currently, maternity services
are available at Ruwa Polyclinic
and Ruwa Clinic, helping
expectant mothers access safe
and reliable maternal care
closer to home. These services
are important in improving
maternal and child health
outcomes in the community.

Each clinic in the district is
staffed with a General Medical
Practitioner, while a District
Medical Officer oversees the
day-to-day operations of all
facilities. The District Medical
Officer reports to Provincial
Medical Director Dr. Hove,
ensuring alignment with
provincial and national health
policies.

Damafalls Clinic, which opened
in December 2025, is already
providing primary healthcare
services to the community.
Although fully operational, the
official opening ceremony is still
pending. The clinic has
significantly improved access to
healthcare for residents in
Damafalls and nearby areas.

Council also works closely with private healthcare
providers to complement public services. Ruwa has a
strong private health sector, with 18 registered private
medical practitioners operating within the town. In
total, there are about 156 healthcare-related facilities in
Ruwa, including clinics, pharmacies, laboratories, dental
surgeries, and radiography centres. This collaboration
helps ensure residents can access healthcare services
when needed.

Public Health Updates

Council continues to monitor disease outbreaks within
the area. Current health concerns include cases of foot
and mouth disease affecting the community, as well as
acute respiratory infections, particularly among children
under five. There has also been an increase in cholera
cases in some surrounding areas. Residents are
encouraged to report suspected cases promptly and
seek medical attention early.
The Health Department is carrying out awareness
campaigns, disease surveillance, and preventive
measures to control the spread of illnesses and protect
public health.

Commitment to Community Health
Ruwa Council remains committed to improving
healthcare services, strengthening partnerships,
and promoting disease prevention. Residents are
encouraged to follow health guidelines and seek
medical care early to protect their health and
that of the wider community.

A Healthier Ruwa: New Medical District Brings
Services Closer to Home

Ruwa Council’s Health
Department continues working
to improve public health
services for both local residents
and people from surrounding
areas such as Goromonzi and
parts of Harare who rely on
Ruwa’s facilities.
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From Boreholes to Nutritional Gardens: Council and NGOs  Team Up
to Make a Difference
Ruwa Council continues to work closely with
partners and stakeholders to improve the lives of
community members. These collaborations help
address critical needs in water, sanitation,
education, health, and livelihoods, supporting
sustainable development across the town.

One key partner, Oxfam, is solarizing boreholes
and setting up nutritional gardens, with a focus
on schools. This initiative has provided reliable,
clean water to three schools, benefiting students,
teachers, and staff, and creating healthier
learning environments.

The World Food Programme (WFP) is also
supporting community development. WFP has
drilled boreholes in Solomio, Timire, and
Damafalls, increasing access to safe water for
residents and schools. WFP has additionally
helped establish waste management centres in
Solomio and Timire, keeping communities clean
and promoting better environmental health. Ten
local women have been trained to operate these
centres, providing them with valuable skills and
economic opportunities.

In support of livelihoods, WFP is currently
setting up a Fowl Run for the community which
is at 90% complete with 2,500 birds to seeded to
residents in Damafalls, enabling families to
start small scale poultry projects. These
initiatives not only improve household
nutrition but also create income-generating
opportunities, contributing to community
resilience. Currently WFP has given two schools
250 Birds each and feed as projects for schools.

Health and wellness have also been a priority.
Albino Trust Zimbabwe partnered with the council
to provide free eye screenings for community
members, helping to identify and address vision-
related challenges and improve overall health
outcomes.

Through these partnerships, the council continues
to foster meaningful collaborations that address
essential needs, improve living conditions, and
empower community members. Together with
organizations like Oxfam, WFP, and Albino Trust
Zimbabwe, we are building a stronger, healthier,
and more resilient community.

Council owned schools are currently developing and
major construction is occurring in an aim to improve
access to education. Most of the Councils schools have
no capacity to enroll many students as we have
peripheral developments with students utilizing the
schools. All children should have access to education.
With this in mind these are some of the developments
under way in our Town.

1.Chiremba Primary School ECD block construction
2.Runyararo Primary School Blocks construction
3.Green Olive Primary School ablution block

construction
4.Zimre Secondary Blocks construction.

We would like to appreciate ProDairy for donating
furniture in the newly constructed ECD Block at
Chiremba Primary. We continue to request our
business stakeholders and residents to give back to
the community and imitate the good work that other
organisations and residents are doing.

The Mayor of Ruwa awarded scholarships to nine disadvantaged
students, with one beneficiary selected from each of the nine
wards. This initiative was aimed at ensuring that vulnerable
children are given an opportunity to access education and build a
better future. Through the Mayor’s Office, the Council covered
school fees, stationery, and school uniforms for all the
beneficiaries.

On 9 January 2026, the Mayor met with the parents and
guardians of the selected children at the New Council Office Rates
Hall. During this meeting, the Mayor explained the purpose and
scope of the scholarship programme, emphasizing the Council’s
commitment to supporting children who are not attending school
due to critical circumstances beyond their control. It was
highlighted that the beneficiaries were carefully selected, with
priority given to children who had completely dropped out of
school. Some of the beneficiaries had been out of school.

The Mayor further clarified that the Council is currently providing
support up to Grade 7. However, should any of the beneficiaries
successfully complete their primary education, the Council may
also consider funding their secondary education at a council-run
school, subject to availability of resources and continued good
performance.

To ensure transparency and accountability, the Council will
monitor each child’s academic progress through regular updates
from their teachers. In addition, all beneficiaries will be required
to attend council schools in order to remain eligible for continued
support.
